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The Victorian Spa town of Bridge of Allan began to develop due to the supposed healing powers of spa water for wealthy Victorians. It shows many of the exotic buildings associated with this era, which add to the charm of the town - a haven for lovers of architecture of the period.
The centre of Bridge of Allan is 2 miles (3.21 Kms) from Fraser’s. For directions, click here.
The route goes past the main entrance to the University of Stirling on the right. Also on the right, just past the University, is the newly restored Museum Hall, now private flats. The Hall held concerts and dances; during the 1960s the Beetles played there, to less than complimentary reviews.

Opposite the Museum Hall is Pullar Park. It’s particularly magnificent in the spring with the cherry blossom on the trees.
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The above picture shows one of the main sections of Henderson Street. On the far left is the magnificent Paterson Clock outside the Westerton Arms. 

The town also has strong associations with Robert Louis Stevenson. The river bank is said to be his inspiration for some aspects of Treasure Island. 
In Fountain Road there are 2 architectural landmarks built during the Victorian era: 

1. the 1851 Fountain of Nineveh, a significant landmark. 
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And 

2. the 1858 Church of Scotland Parish Church. The inside has Charles Rennie Mackintosh altar furniture.
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So, whether you’re interested in Victorian architecture or in specialist shopping, Bridge of Allan is the place to visit.
