The National Wallace Monument is situated 0.7 miles due East from Fraser’s (1.13 Kilometres). It is easily visible from Fraser’s lounge window. It is one of the 2 main landmarks in Stirling and as one of the highest points, it can be seen well before you enter the City. 
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It is easy to walk and will take about 15 minutes to arrive at the Visitor Centre at the base of the monument. Click here for directions.
The walk to the Visitor Centre is quite steep when you reach Hillfoots Road. Alternatively you can catch a bus from Stirling Bus Station – Numbers MA3 and 23 leave from Stance 8 and travel down Causewayhead Road. If you take the car, the Visitor Centre has free parking for around 60 cars – you cannot take the car all the way up to the Monument.
The Monument is worth a visit, even if you don’t go inside. It has spectacular views on a clear day across the City of Stirling, to Edinburgh in the East and Stirling Castle to the West.

If you wish to go inside, you will need a ticket, bought either from the Visitor Centre or from the Monument entrance. Tickets cost:

Adults:
£7.50

Children from 5 – 16:
£4.50

Concessions:
£6

Family tickets:
1 adult & up to 3 children = £16.50

2 adults & up to 2 children = £19.50

These prices are set to rise in January 2011, with the increase in VAT.

Once inside, you can climb the 246 steps to the top and receive a certificate (costing 50p) when you return.

The opening hours are:
April – June


10am – 5pm;





July & August

10am – 6pm;





September & October
10am – 5pm;





November – March

10.30am – 4pm.

There is a complimentary shuttle bus service from the Visitor Centre to the Monument every 10 – 15 minutes. Alternatively, you can walk from the Visitor Centre, but be prepared for a very steep walk, which may take about 20 minutes.
